support you in achieving a long and safe association with the 185th Family.

YOU  are the most important element of our safety program; it cannot work without you.  Our business, by its very nature, is full of risks.  Mishaps and injuries on the job don’t “just happen”.  They are a result of  indifference or a general lack of understanding of hazards & risk levels.  In such an environment, decisions can be made through the  exercise of poor judgment.. When variances like complacency or inattention cascade with poor judgment,  avoidable mishaps  become a tragic reality .  As part of our team, we are counting on you to develop and exercise a proper safety attitude.  It will protect you and allow you to do your job so that the 185th can continue to be one of the premier Air National Guard Units in the country.  Remember that the most economical and efficient way is also the SAFE way.

This pamphlet will introduce you to a few safety basics.  We suggest you study the material and then keep it nearby for handy future reference.

AIR FORCE OCCUPATIONAL 

SAFETY & HEALTH PROGRAM

Purpose

Employers are required by law to provide a safe and healthful work environment where hazards are eliminated or managed.

Elements of the Act 

TRAINING  - You will receive training in risk management, hazard communication, supervisor safety, and other training as required by your AFSC.

HAZARD REPORTING SYSTEM -  Alert supervisors of hazardous conditions requiring corrective action to prevent injury or damage to resources.  Submit an AF Form 457 (located on Safety Bulletin Boards) to the Safety Office.

POSTING NOTICES OF HAZARDS  - The AF Form 1118 must be posted by the Safety Office in the immediate work area.  “Danger” tags are used to identify unsafe equipment by shop personnel.

HAZARD ABATEMENT  - The supervisor is responsible for correcting unsafe or unhealthful working conditions.

INJURIES ON THE JOB

TREATMENT FIRST

1. The medical facilities on base can provide only limited service treatment for most situations.  Your best bet is to 

DIAL 0777

2. Base security Police and the Base Fire Department will respond.  Be prepared to identify yourself, state your location (building number, room, etc.), and the type of injury.  Notify your supervisor!
3. Firemen will determine the extent of injuries, and if an ambulance should be called.  The ambulance will come from off base.  Ambulance personnel will determine which medical facility will be used.  Mercy Medical Center is the closest and preferred facility.
IT IS THE COMMANDER’S POLICY THAT THE AMBULANCE SERVICE BE USED TO TRANSPORT INJURED PERSONNEL, PARTICULARLY INJURIES INVOLVING THE BACK, SPINE, OR NECK.

PAPERWORK SECOND

· A 185 th ANG Form 91 will be completed and routed to the Safety Office through the supervisor, squadron commander, and group commander.
· Full-time technicians will also complete a Department of Labor CA-1 “Federal Employee’s Notice of Traumatic Injury and Claim for Continuation of Pay/Compensation, and a CA-16, “Authorization for Examination and/or Treatment.”  Check with the NCOIC< Civilian Personnel, 185th ANG Mission Support Flight.
